Through writing, image-based narration, and critical reflection,
this space activates a conscious dialogue in which the artwork
is not simplified, but becomes a generative site for questions,
resonances, and the redefinition of perception.

In the letter, Ulker highlights the critical depth of Bertozzi’s work and her ability to
articulate the dialogue between classical heritage and contemporary artistic
practice within a major institutional context.
